Dear Lower School Parents,

Below is a list of supplies your child needs for his/her school year.  Please read carefully
as a few new items have been listed.  Also, please review the dress code policy before
you shop for school clothes this summer so that your purchases are within the stated
guidelines that can be found in our Handbook and on line.  In fact, a thorough reading of
the Handbook is always advised as it was designed to answer most of the questions you
may have about Pine Point School.

This will be one of the few hard copy letters you will receive going forward.  Please
check the School Calendar weekly and look for e-mails with communications from
us on important events and information.

Kindergarten and Grade 1
• An oversized shirt or art smock
• A complete change of clothes, including underwear and socks, clearly

labeled with your child’s name in a gallon sized plastic bag
• A shoe sized plastic tub for cubby (Kindergarten only)
• A beach towel or small stuffed toy for rest time (Kindergarten only)
• A backpack or tote bag to carry belongings to and from school

Grades 2 and 3
• Crayons (grade 2 only)
• #2 pencils, eraser caps (throughout the school year)
• A pencil case to keep in their desks
• Five pocket folder for loose papers
• A backpack to carry their belongings
• No Mechanical Pencils (grade 3 only)
• No binders needed

Grade 4
• #2 pencils, eraser caps (throughout the school year)
• A 2 inch three ring binder with 10 durable pocket folders
• 3 – 1 subject notebooks (solid color covers only)
• 1 to 2 g flash drive
• Calculator – basic (optional)
• 4 glue sticks
• Pencil case for the desk
• Colored pencils
• A backpack to carry their belongings
• 4 red pens



Grade 5
• #2 pencils, eraser caps (throughout the school year)
• A 1 _  inch three ring binder with 6 new pocket folders with a supply of

loose leaf paper
• 1-2 g flash drive
• A backpack to carry their belongings
• Colored pencils
• Pencil case for the desk
• A protractor
• A ruler, standard & metric
• Calculator (Standard)

All Lower School students need a pair of sneakers to be left in school for PE classes.
They do not need to be new.
